in the first place, | believe this EISPN is premature. How is it possible to consider infrastructure without
considering the type of jail or jails that are envisioned and the incarceration policies that inform them?

The legislature rejected immediate funding for replacement of OCCC, instead funding a task force “to
study effective incarceration policies in Hawaii and other jurisdictions, and suggest improvements for
Hawaii's correctional system, including recommendations for designs of future correctional facilities”
{HRS 85, 2016 legislature) A preliminary report from that task force is due in August of next year. Until
then, there is no agreement as to what should be built.

Since PBR Hawaii has not been given specific direction as to the type and scope of facilities
envisioned, this Preparation Notice appears to assume that OCCC will be replaced by a single major
jail in one location. Good practice elsewhere in the world suggests that there are better alternatives.
Therefore, | ask:

What types of facilities are being included in this study?

Is decentralization of housing units on site being considered, such as houses or cottages for smaller
groups of incarcerated persons?

Is space for outdoor and indoor recreation facilities included?
Will the quality of soil be analyzed for possible landscaping or use for agricultural activities?
Is there consideration of a geographically deceniralized system of jails?
in other countries, housing inmates in their local communities has proven effective in reducing

recidivism by maintaining social ties and contacts that will be needed when they are released.

Are you looking at locations for smaller jails to house limited numbers of prisoners, rather than one
centralized facility?

If any of the things mentioned above will not be considered, why not?

What will be included in the final EIS regarding possible locations for female inmates and assessment
of those locations?
Material in this EISPN is very vague about plans for female inmates, other than to house them
elsewhere

What are the projections for the number of people of each status (pre-trial, misdemeanor
pre-release, etc.) to be housed in a new OCCC and WCCC or in decentralized facilities?

Thank you for considering these questions.

PREPARATION NOTICE COMMENT PERIOD EXTENDED

HONOLULU — The Department of Public Safety (PSD) and the Department of Accounting and
General Services (DAGS) would like to announce that the public review period for the
Environmental Impact Statement Preparation Notice (EISPN) on the relocation and expansion
of the Oahu Community Correctional Center has been extended from 30 to 60 days. The
Governor notified the Office of Environmental Quality Control (OEQC,
http://health.hawaii.gov/oeqc/) at the end of last week that a sixty-day public comment period on
the EISPN is in the spirit of the EIS law under HRS Chapter 343 and Chapter 353. The public
review period extension was published in the October 8, 2016 edition of the OEQC Notice. All
comments should now be postmarked by November 22, 2016. (The original EISPN publication
date was September 23, with the comment period ending October 24).

The time extension was made in response to comments received from community stakeholders,
elected officials, and the public at the EISPN Scoping Meeting held on September 28, at the
Farrington High School Cafeteria. The extended comment period will provide the community
with additional time to submit comments and address questions to be considered in the Draft
EIS. Work on the Draft EIS is expected to begin at the conclusion of the EISPN public review
period.
